. C)Alphabetical Title Index : In this section the main
titles of the works of the author are given in alphabetical
order opposite the serial number. The required information
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could be accessed through the serial number opposite the
title. The title index of works in Tamil, Sinhala and English
are listed alphabetically in three separate sequences.

We have also acquired the
private collection of the late Gate-Mudaliyar M.S. Kariapper
who was a well known political figure of the region and the
works of Pulavarmani A.M. Sherifdeen, who 1s a reputed
poet, also of the region. Both collections include manuscripts.
We are continuing with our efforts to acquire private
collections and the published & unpublished works of Sri
Lankan Muslims as the nucleus for the study & research of
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Islam & Muslims in Sri Lanka. Though for the specific
purpose of the National Meelad-un-Nabi Celebrations of
1997 held at Addalaichenai, we have also collected a great
deal of traditional artifacts of historical, social & religious
importance of the Amparai district. These are now retained
at the cultural museum at Menodaikattu to provide additional
resources for study and research in this field.

With the view to provide a permanent record of the
private collections and particularly works of the Sri Lankan
Muslim authors and, of course, for the dissemination of
information about them, the South Eastern University is also
publishing a series of bibliographies under the title "Islam
& Muslims in Sri Lanka". We have already published
bibliographies of the Ex-Libris of late Prof. M.M. Uwise
and the works of Pulavarmani. Sherifdeen.
