Vice Chancellor’s Review

 am very glad at presenting this 9% Annual Report 2004 of South Eastem University of Sri Lanka, Oluvil with
the Financial Statement. It highlights various and important polarized events that had taken place in the
history of this young University in January and in December 2004.

This University tried hard to have every Undergraduates provided with faciliies to acquire strength, power
and dignity for capacity building with the sprit of dedicated service of the academics and the staff officers
and be truly the product of this University in this distant and remote region in this developing country in order
to restore peace and harmony. But it has to go forward yet due to certain constrain confronted with in the
form of shortage of permanent and experience staff and the physical facilities.

fn 2004 this University has conducted workshops with the scholars from Intemnational Islamic University of
Islamabad Pakistan in order to organize the teaching and leaming of Islamic Studies and Arabic Language
to promote cultural diversity in Sri Lanka and to prepare undergraduates capable of enjoying employment
opportunities in the world market. Two workshops were held. One was in Colombo and other one was in
Oluvil campus. It has helped a lot to the academics attached to the Department of Languages to strengthen
their capacities in different interested fields of studies. To stabilize the academic activities of the Department
of Languages in this University in this region this was felt very necessary.

Another noteworthy feature that needs appreciation is that it has received the IRQUE award for the Social
Sciences Proposal submitted by the Department of Social Sciences from the Intemational Development
Association. A Local Technical Secretariat (LTS) is opened. A working team is formed under the Directorship
of Dr. SMM. ismail to manage the office of the LTS. Resource persons responsible for IRQUE Projects have
visited on different occasion to guide the staff and make the students aware of this programme for promoting
Social Harmony in this area where Muslims, Tamils and Sinhalese are living in a sprit of amity and harmony
from the ancient times. This Programme is to be included in the course programme to be taught by the
lecturers to the students. v

Another event was the setting up of Human Resources Centre to promote the knowledge of human rignts in
this region in 2004.

Another noteworthy feature is that this University was awarded under IRQUE Institutional Block Grant for
Improving IT skills, English Language, Social Harmony and Leaming environment.

Through Centre for Extension Studies the Diploma in English and Certificate in English courses were
conducted for 40 and 35 students respectively through ELTU. The course of Diploma in English for English
Teachers was also conducted with the help of the Ministry of Education.

There are proposals to introduce new courses as strategy to have refevance of education. Special attention
was paid to facilitate leaming Computer Science. It also aims to promote research activities in this remote
undeveloped region. There are potential areas for carrying out research works in this agro-based over
populated region. There are Agricultural activities, cottage industries and new natural sources for industrials
activities that can be developed in this region with the application of new technology

In this way this University was brought up to this level of ensuring future prospects. The way it was moving,
we thought everything was going to run smoothly in the years to come with well framed Corporate Pian 2004
-2015 and that this University would enjoy the fruits of the full efforts of our academics, the UGC, Foreign
Embassies and INGOs towards improving the quality and quantity of outputs, we thought that we would be
in peace and able to guide and assists the undergraduates to develop their cognitive abifities and to facilitate
the academics and staff officers to up grade their professional qualities.



This was our dreams in December 2004. But things happened differently. With the dramatic suddenness
came the Asian Tsunami and the tomrent river floods to shatter the things and smashed all our ideals for the
future progress. We found our self placed in an arfificial atmosphere and deformed environment. We are
obsessed by the temific anxieties of what we are going to do as a result of this co-medial tragedy in
December 2004. The following year is to open the clear path for future progress.



University Vision and Mission

This South Eastemn University of Sri Lanka has performed and promoted academic activities for the past 9
years from 1985, onwards and specially in 2004 through FAC and FMC at Oluvil 400 Km away from
Colombo and FAS at Sammanthurai 15 km away from Oluvil to fulfil its mission in order to realize the
cherished vision enshrined in the framed Corporate Plan 2004-2009 based on the Govemment funds and
assistance of other donor agencies to provide inspiring and pleasant leaming atmosphere characterized by
independent thoughts and ideas reinforced by the dedication and enthusiasm of the Academics,
Administrative officers and staff and the support of stakeholders under a system of good corporate
governance with full rights responsibility and accountability to promote academic freedom and to ensure its
constant success in this south eastem region.

The stated vision of this University is to see its Graduates fare well in the world of works to the extent of
bringing reputations and glory to this University for its excellent service in the educational fields and of
contributing best to promote peace and harmony in the society nationally and internationally.

The stated mission of this University is to produce competent, capable, dedicated trained and employable
graduates enriched with essential knowledge, appropriate skilis and useful experiences, by imparting
relevant and quality University education with the application of modem teaching, leaming, research
technology and with the aid of materials and equipments to ensure regular system of progress in the
intensive leaming, excellent teaching, multi skill training, proper guidance deep research and regular
publications of the University through the faculties, with the services of periodically trained and professionally
developed academics and to make through these programmes with the assistants of non academics.
Towards this end a comfortable and conducive atmosphere and environment facilitated with the equal
opportunities, full freedom and easy accessibility to modem system of University education for all and to
prepare the Undergraduates ready to fit for the employment in the world of works and for continuing life long
education in the future too, in concordance with the National Educational Policy UGC direction and external
Audit guidelines and University governing bodies through a system of good corporate govemnance.



University Governance

Universities in Sri Lanka are founded by the Govemment from 1942 onwards. The South Eastern University
of Sri Lanka was established on 15.05.1996 as the 10® National University by the Govemment on the
recommendation of the University Grants Commission under the Ministry of Education to facilitate the
disptaced undergraduates in this conflict affected Eastern region and the new intakes in line with the national
policy of expanding the University education through the Universities Act by an order published in the
Government Gazette. The forerunner of this University had been the South Eastem University College of Sri
Lanka founded on 23.10.1995 according to the University Act, by an order proclaimed in the Government
Gazette. The Affiliated University College of Sri Lanka was ceded to this 10" University in 1996.

This University is brought to be governed under the system of corporate govemance of the University Grants
Commission and under the direction of the Education Ministry in the matter of the implementation of the
national policy on the University education reform.

It is a public non profit enterprise financed by the govemment and assisted by the donor agencies
supervised by Audit branches and guided by the govemment rules and regulations. It is run by the University
Council with the help of Senate and Faculty Boards and other Sub — Committees answerable to the stake
holders, Govemment and Public.

Establishing a good goveming body as a whole at the levels of faculties, depariments and units is the major
concem of this university to ensure full participation and partnerships with the sense of discipline, honesty
and responsiveness to the society.

The President nominates the Chancellor as the ceremonial Head of the University and appoints the Vice
Chancellor with the recommendation of the UGC as the Chief Executive, Academic and Accounting Officer
of the University.to create, ensure and maintain the effective and efficient system of corporate govemance
administration and management. In this way this university is to benefit the society to promote national and
international peace, prosperity and social harmony and to strengthen the productivity capacity of the country.

University Council

This University Council is the Chief Executive Body and goveming authority. Vice Chancellor is the
Chairman by the virtue of the power vested in him. It is the final authority to approve the proposals submitted
by the Senate and the Faculty Board. The Sub - Committees of the council are the Finance Committee,
Cadre Committee, Lands, Building & Maintenance Committee, Audit and Management Committee, Tender
Board and Selection Committee. It meets every month. Registrar is the Secretary of the Council.

University Senate

The Senate is the academic authoritative body. It controls and generally directs the activities of teaching,
research, designing curriculum’s and examination systems of the University through the channels of
Faculties, Departments and Units. It approves and recommends the proposals submitted by the Faculties to
the Council for final approval. Sub - Committees of the Senate are the Library Committee, Study Leave and
Awards Committee, Admission Committee, Research & Publication Committee and Curriculum and
Evaluation Committee. It meets every month. Registrar is the Secretary of the Senate.



Faculty Board

The Faculty Board is one of the Controlling and governing bodies in the University academic corporate
system. It is responsible for camying out the academic and administrative activities, falling under the
purview, of teaching leaming evaluation, coordination and publication of the faculty. It attends fo the
professional needs of the staff and the educational needs of the students. It prepares and submits proposal
with recommendations to the Senate for consideration to be passed by the Council finally. This University
has three faculties with separate Faculty Boards with Departments and Units under the academic control of
respective faculties.

Each Faculty Board consists of the Dean as the Chairperson. The other members are the Heads of
Departments, Academic Coordinators and Subject Coordinators, Permanent Lecturers and two Students
Representative, and 3 elected extemnal members. It holds monthly meeting.

An Administrative Unit is setup under the deans at faculty levels based on the decentralized system and
formed of a cluster structure of University organization. The Assistant Registrar by the virtue of the position
held is the secretary. The academic Departments and Units under respective faculty are at the bottom levels
to implement annual course programme according to the semester calendar approved by the governing
bodies and according to the revised Corporate Plan 2004-2009 for 2004 that highlights the educational aims
of enhancing Socio economic and cultural life of the people in this isolated area.



Corporate Structure of University Organization

The South Eastem University of Sri Lanka has a corporate system of public organizational structure
consisting of three faculties together with Administrative, Financial, Audit, English Language and IT
divisions. Audit branch ELTU and Computer units are directly under the control of the Vice Chancellor. Also
the Maintenance Denartment, Capital Works, Planning Units and Landscape Unit are under the controi of
Vice Chancsllor and ffje Registrar of the University. These divisions are mutually complementary and are
having power control and authority to manage the university affairs. They are operating well under the
system of good network of coordination, contro!, monitoring and supervision by the academics and officers
with the spirit of transparency and accountability in good govemnance under modern decentralized system.

These divisions function according to the Govemment Policy Rules and Regulations and periodic circulars
from the Ministry of Education as well as from the University Grants Commission, Public Administration and
from other extemal agencies. Intemally the University Council and Senate are there to direct, instruct and
approve the activities and programmes incorporated in the Corporate Plan 2001-2005. In these ways a
modem system of management and organization is arranged to fulfil the mission.

Corporate Administrative Management

Under the umbrella of the Office of the Registrar different divisions of the corporate administrative system
are coordinated to function smoothly. in 2004 this Office was under the Acting Registrar Mr. A. Thayub.

The Administrative Division was under the Assistant Registrar Mr. MF Hibathul Careem. It was managed
in 2004 with 1 CAA, 2 Clerks, 1 Cycle Ordetly, 1 Health Attendant, 6 Drivers, and 3 (Ad hoc Driver).

It controlled and supervised the services of 2 Cars, 2 Vans, 2 Pick-ups, 2 Three-Wheelers, 1 Tractor, 1
Motor Cycle 2 Scooters and 32 Bicycles. Besides it has 25 security guards of whom 4 are officers, 20 private
security guards including 2 private security officers. It has 225 acres of lands located in Oluvil,
Addalaichenai, Meenodaikkattu, Sammanthurai and Malwatha to supervise. Security services are
functioning under Administrative Division.

The Establishment Division was under the Senior Assistant Registrar Mr. HA. Saththar. It carried out the
works of appointments, Confirmations, Promotions and Study Leave awards. It was managed with 2 Clerks,
1 CAA, 1 Typist and one Peon.

The Registration, Examination and Academic Division was under the Senior Assistant Registrar Mr.
ACMA Mansoor. Its functions are to register the new students, to conduct semester Examinations and
release results and issue cerfificates. It manged with 3 Clerks, 2 Typists, 01 Machine Operator and one
Peon.

In 2004 it has registered 375 students selected by the University Grants Commission. It has released the list
of205 graduants for the awards of degrees at the 03 Convocation.

Corporate Financial Management

This University is a non profit institution. So it is not a free enterprise. It receives funds from the Govemment
for its recurrent, semi - capital and capital expenditure through the Treasury or University Grants
Commission for successful implementation of annual programme framed in the Corporate Plan 2004 - 2009.
It is regulated by the Bursar, Mr. A. Gulam Rasheed who is the Financial Controller, with consultation of
Registrar, Deans, Heads and Vice Chancellor to give full benefit to all activities of this University.



The Financial administration and management of this University is managed through the following divisions
under the control and super vision of the Bursar.

1. Supplies and Store - Senior Assistant Bursar
2. Accounts - Senior Assistant Bursar
3. Payment - Assistant Bursar

This division prepares and submits annual financial statement for consideration by the audit and the
Education Ministry this has a network of units namely Salary and other Payment Branch under Assistant
Bursar Mr. KLM. Nazeer and Purchase and Supply branch under Senior Assistant Bursar Ms. WAD. Ranjani
and Shroff Office under Mr. Y. Mubarak and Store under the Store Keeper Mr. Haleem. To operate these
divisions there are 8 Clarks 1 shroff 4 Labourers and 1 Acting Purchase Officer.

In 2004 it camied out the functions of Financial Plarning, Estimates, Budgetary Control, Financial
Accounting, Annual Accounts, Audit Reports and Management Information. It has a Finance Committee
meeting monthly. Its payments are made through People’s Bank, Addalaichenai, Sammanthurai and
International Division Colombo to settle the payment of staff salary, Bursary and Mahapola to the students
and capital and construction works.

Welfare Services and Surroundings

This University is devoting its full energy and strength of the resources to serve the student community
satisfactorily. It aims to bettering their lives in this surrounding with the help of Mahapola and Bursary
awards. Besides Hostel accommodation, Medical Services, Canteen Services and Grounds and Parks are
. made available. The students are facilitated to grow in full strength with full freedom. There are encouraged
to take part in educational process for developing personal capacity and fulfilling their aspiration sensibly in a
healthy and peaceful leamning environment.

The Welfare Division was under the Senior Assistant Registrar Mr. MIM. Zubair. He discharged the duties
of the student's welfare services related to the basic needs and good health of the students. It managed with
2 Clerks and one Peon

It has awarded Mahapola & Bursary scholarships to 995 students out of 1103 students in total during the
year 2004.

It has provided 2 Hostel Wings for 120 male students and 2 Hostel Wings for 120 Girls students only at
Oluvil for the first time in its history. But there are 2 more Hostels Wings under construction. Some other
students were stationed in 6 private rented houses in Nintavur out of which 4 are for boys and 2 are for girls
& 3 private rented houses in Sammanthurai out of which 2 are for boys and 1 is for girls still they need

hostels.

These hostels were managed by 2 sub wardens, 1 Academic warden, and 8 Academic sub wardens with §
hostel servants.

There is a Physical Education Unit to promote the health and physical fitness of the students. It was under
Mr. MY. Samsul Arifeen, the Instructor in charge of Physical Education. It has a play ground well prepared
with 2 Cricket pitches and the Temporary Gymnasium to facilitate students to engage in Games, Sports
practices and Physical exercises in the evenings. A pavilion and Gymnasium are felt very necessary for all
students' to participate and to do practice. All these facilittes need special improvement and elaboration in
the face of increasing annual intake of students and the important of sports activities in the University

education system.



Students have participated in the Cricket, Football, Athletic meets at 08" Sri Lanka University Games 2004
in Colombo.

Students attended the Sri Lanka Universities Sports Association meeting. Also 4 students with the Instructor
Physical Education have attended the Workshop 2004 organized by the National Olympic Commitiee at
Bandarawella.

Besides Medical facilities were provided to the student and staff at Oluvil and Sammanthurai. Canteens
Services are provided to staff and students. Drinking water service through the National Water Supply and
Drainage Board was obtained and provided to the students at Oluvil and Samanthurai. Current Supplies
are also made satisfactorily. Transport services were arranged with CTB to the students and staff.

The University Students Union and the Faculty Students Unions functioned smoothly. Also Computer
Society, Tamil Society, English Language Society and Sinhala Language Society were formed to promote
the academic, social, cultural, religious, linguistic activities of the students for promoting Socia! Harmony and
peace in this environment and in the country. :

The Disciplinary Inquiry Committee was functioning in 2004. It was managed with the Proctor 1, Senior
Students Counsellor 1, Students Counsellor 2, Academic Counsellor 1Wardens and Sub Wardens.

Environment Improvement

The Maintenance Department was attending to the needs for buildings and carried out the repair works in
order to accommodate office and academic acfivities. It was managed by Mr. Sitheeq, Works Engineer
managed this department with the help of 01 Works Supervisor and 23 employees including 12 labourers,
Drafts man, Clerk and Peon. It is under the controller of the Vice Chancellor and the supervision of the
Registrar.

In 2004 at the Faculty of Applied Sciences block B was renovated, parapet all was extended and canteen
and other buildings were repaired.

At the Faculty of Management and Commerce division building block 13, Library block C female hostel
parapet all were extended. Maintenance Office building, vehicle garage and open theatre were repaired at
Oluvil,

At APC in Colombo generator house and security house were renovated. At Addalaichenai 2 Air Condition
Machine were fixed at the Computer unit and minor repairs works were done.

Besides, Land Surveying of the University Compound at Oluvil was conducted for future physical plan.

Landscape Unit has cleared thomny shrubs and planted Herbal trees in the Herbal Garden as usual. It has
cleaned the play greind. It has supervised the 225 acres of lands in this University Campus. It was
managed with 1 Curator, 05 Permanent Labourers 06 Ad-Hoc Labourers. It was in need of 01 Clerk 27
Additional Labourers 2 Supervisors to carry out 182 Acres of land with 1456 Coconut Plants and 50 acres in
Sammanthurai and 50 Acres in Malwatta.



University Corporate Plan 2001 — 2005: Strategies and Risks

In Sri Lanka the role of a University is that of a large public enterprise. It is managed with Government funds.
It carries out the National Policy on University Education in due reference to the rules and regulations and
instructions from the Ministry of Education, the Government Departments and the University Grants
Commission.

As the government funds are allocated annually for capital and recurrent expenditure, so the processes of
managing these funds are subjected to supervision, checks and comrections by the Audit Divisions intemally
and extemally and to give explanation to the audit. As such this University also has to defend its practice of
financial management to the Audit against outcome of the cost benefit satisfactorily, and correctly. It has to
discover opportunities for proper utility of allocated funds, the available human resources and equipments to
ward off risks.

In this University in 2004 programmes were drawn to promote University activities and provide amenities to
the length of facilitating student community, to meet their aspiration for moving towards the vision of
greatness and to match with the govemment expectations and to satisfy the stake holders and public.

A Corporate Plan 2001-2005 was reengineered and framed with long and short term strategies for 5 Years
form 2004 - 2009 to regularize University the activities successfully and smoothly in line with the available
resources. Also broad based dynamic, cooperative, effective and efficient machinery for planning the
academic activities and budget grants was setup to ensure the cost benefit system of financial management,
It operated well with the assistance of the staff, academic, administrative, supportive staff under the
guidance of the Vice Chanceilor as the chief executive in coordination with the goveming bodies forming a
strong corporate governance and administration to realize the vision by fulfilling the mlssmn of this University
according to the framed Corporate Plan.

Formulated Strategies for 2004

In 2004, the Action Plan was framed with the strategies stipulated in the Corporate Plan 2001-2005 on the
consideration of the weakness and threats, to camy out the annual programme according to the academic
calendar for 2004. Contradictory issues or proposals were finalized or settied by the Vice Chancellor as he is
the final accounting officer to the higher authorities in the University Education System. For the year 2004
the following strategies were selected for implementation.

1. Semester - Teaching testing promoting and Leaming in the class room, and researching at Library
and publishing.

2. Students activities — Social, cultural and inter University Sports programme and educational tour.

3. Buildings, Water and Current Supplies Grounds, Gymnasium, Parks, Cultural Centers, Canteen
and Hostels.

4. Seminars, Workshops and MA and PhD Studies and Research Awards.

5. Introducing new courses and diversification of Courses.

6. Establishing new Faculties and Departments to expand academic services.

7. English and Computer Teaching for all students.

8. Extemal Degree Examination and extemal studies in professional courses.

9. Link with Foreign and Local Universities.



Performed Strategies in 2004

This University continued to function as usual in 2004 with the Academic and Physical development
programmes. There were 1103 undergraduates of whom 612 were in the Faculty of Arts and Culture 332
were in the Faculty of Management and Commerce and 159 students in the Faculty of Applied Sciences. To
teach them there were 115 staff of whom 44 were in the Faculty of Arts and Culture, 24 were in the Faculty
of Management and Commerce and 32 were in the Faculty of Applied Sciences.

These students were taught in English as well as in Tamil Medium based on Annual Calendar having 2
Semester periods. Semester system was selected to ensure full devotion to the completion of syllabus and
to intensify the quality of leaming and teaching activities to be completed in 15 week period in a semester.

The class room teaching was going on well. The Lectures were in progress as the environment in the early
part of 2004 was very promising and encouraging. So the 3 Faculies were conducting classes for the
students with the following strength.

The Faculty of Arts & Culture was functioning in 2004 with the students on roll as follows with the help of
56 academics:

1.01tYear -234
2.02®year  -143
3.03dyear  -167
4. 04hyear - 068

It started its semester | programme on 09.02.2004 till 09.07.2004 and the second semester on 19.07.2004
and went on till 31.12.2004. However it was interrupted by the Tsunami disaster. It conducted 8 special
degree programme and 24 course unit. The Department of Social Sciences has eamed a competitive grant
for this facuity. It has conducted external degree programme also.

Faculty of Management & Commerce started its programme as usual with the students on roll as given
below with the help of 24 academics:

1.01tYear - 61
2.02dyear - 75
3.039year - 107
4 04t year - 89

It started its semester | on 09.02.2004 and went on tift 28.05.2004. The second semester started on
19.07.2004 and went on till 19.11.2004.

The examinations were held on 14.06.2004 and 22.11.2004 for the second semester.

Faculty of Applied Sciences has started its academic programme with the students particulars given below
with the help of 32 Academics:

1.01stYear  -80
2.02dyear -49
3.03dyear  -30
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Despite constrains teaching, leaning and research activities were organized for the undergraduate to get
maximum benefits. Workloads were reduced by appointing visiting lecturers. New courses were planned to
be introduced and some courses were reengineered to suit the modem needs. It camried out its academic
programme with full confidence and with the funds aflocated.

Preliminary arrangements were made to have link with the Intemational Islamic University Malaysia with
goals of establishing Faculty of Is!amic Studies and Arabic Language.

At the end of the semester Il final year students sat for final year examination in 2004, The following were
the results of the students who completed the general as well as Special Degree courses conducted by 3
Faculties.

FAC FMC FAS
General Degree 47 25 10
Special Degree 80 30 03

Convocation for awarding Degree Certificates was not held.

Apart from this class room teaching and coaching reading facilities were taken in to consideration. But a bit
of shortage of space and furniture were feit as great obstacles. Besides about Rs. 8,708,086.60 was spent in
- purchasing books and periodicals in the ratio of 2:1. Exhibition on reference source was held in April 2004,
With the award of IBG Leaming environment was improved. UGC was very much interested in coming
forward to allocate Rs. 1.5 million for the development of IT to assist the students and academics to promote
their qualities and develop their capacities.

Risks Managed

In 2004 as peace was prevailing in the Island on account of the cease fire agreement the University
environment, was in normal condition to function smoothly. The annual programmes were conducted with
full anticipation of achieving the goals of completing the syllabi, producing high quality of graduates and
developing the professional career of the academics as well as of the Non Academic for their future
betterment. Special attentions were paid to these aspects in order to ensure easy access to the world of
works without any risk for the past out of the University graduates.

Despite these vigilant efforts and strategies this University being in the processes of various phases of
development academically and physically has to face some unavoidable circumstances due to situational
risks in operating on its programme designed for 2004. But these risks were able to be put aside with the
efforts of available strength of resources. It always used to focus on creating a risk free environment. There
were few incidents of risks connected with environmental social and economic nature.

There was a 4 day harthal that has come to delay the work progress. But, it could be solved with the
dedicaled services of academic and administrative officers.

There were social risks due to lack of transport facilities and due to communication interruptions for the
undergraduate and staffs as most of them are travelling from their residences in this district with its vast
aerial extent.

To manage academic programme we have to take the risks of appointing temporary and visiting lecturers.
Classroom facilities were also fimited. The Faculty of Applied Sciences has shortage of Demonstrators,
Technical Officers and space for classroom accommodation. But these are going to be set right as request
have been made to the authorities and Ministries concemed to assist this new University. Library also has to
face the shortage of space and fumiture facilities as it is housed in renovated PMB Building.
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Above all these, the Tsunami Disaster has come to pronounce various giant risks in the first order of
magnitude in managing the situation and in running the University. These types of risk had to be avoided by
establishing a system of preventive and precautionary measures of reconstructing the location of few PMB
Building and the proposed new buildings and redesigning the location of the university campus from the
point of the shore of Bay of Bengal on the East and the Kaliodai River on the North of this University.
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Corporate Academic Performance in 2004

In 2004 under a system of comporate govemance and administration with proper coordination and
cooperation of the academics and officers this University conducted the academic programme according to
the calendar 2004 through the divisions of 03 faculties and other associated English Language Teaching
Units Library and Computer Science Unit and has camied out the strategies set out for the year 2004 in
Corporate Plan 2004-2009. such as the introduction of new courses, diversification of courses and
expanding the fields of teaching English and Computer Science for all students.

The available resources man, money and material were capitalized on the opportunity as much as possible
in the face of compacting threats from out side the University environment. To perform and complete the
program scheduled for the year under review the academic, staff and employees have dedicated and
devoted their time to achieve the corporate aims of the University through the corporate plan. The sensible
students were given opportunities to leam with full freedom in a better atmosphere with necessary facilities
and competent academics and tried to maintain pleasant and excellent outcome.

In this report the programmes under the section of Personal Capacity Building of the staff and students were
focused on: Local Technical Secretariat centre, Staff Development, Career Guidance Unit and Alumni
Associations were dealt with. Besides the out reach of the University education services namely the External
Degree Examination Programme and the Certificate and Diploma Course in English were conducted.
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Faculty of Arts and Culture (FAC)

The Faculty of Arts and culture is functioning successfully and satisfactorily right through out from that year it
was started. During the year under review 2004 Mr. MIM. Kaleel continued serving as Dean with a help of
Assistant Registrar Mr. Noufer. Its administrative work carried out with help of 1 Clerk, 1 CAA and 1
labourer. However it was in need of 4 more non-academics.

It was governed by the faculty board that conducted monthly meeting to assess the academic programme in
practice and identified the needs for further revision of the syllabus and for meeting the demand in the job
markets according to the Corporate Plan 2004-2009.

It has 2 departments. Dr. SMM. Ismail functioned as the Head of Department of Social Sciences and Mr.
KMH. Kalideen functioned as the Head of Department of Languages and Cuiture.

There is a proposal o establish a new Faculty of Islamic Studies and Arabic Languages on concentration of
job opportunity.

There were 612 undergraduates of whom 303 were males and 309 were females students as given below

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Department of Social Sciences

Department of Social Science has discharged its a responsibilities of academic programme successfully
during the year 2004 under review according to the Action Plan.

It has facilitated and encouraged undergraduates to leam actively to conduct their extra cumricular activities
such as educational tour, research activities and to participate in the Peace Process with the help of the
head and enthusiastic academic Co-ordinators and Staff Officers.

This department was offering 07 major degree courses under separate units. There wére 209 students.
It has motivated the academics to update and upgrade the quality and relevance of their teaching abilities.

Geography, Political Science, Economics, Philosobhy, History, Sociology and Statistics are the main
subjects being taught through this department. It also teachers Geography Information Service (GIS) and
Computer Science to the Undergraduates as subjects.

There were 27 Lecturers incldding 15 Permanent Academics 07 Temporary Lecturers and 05 Contract Basis
Lecturers. Five of them have completed Post Graduate Degree and 03 of them are following M.Phil and 02
are following Ph.D. Course in Local Universities.

There were Two Clerks and Typists and Labourers.
This Department had conducted 07 monthly meeting in 2004.
Semester end Examination was conducted as scheduled and the results were released.

This department has conducted workshops on Social Harmony held on 29t May, 2004. All staff participated
in this workshop.

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Department of Languages

The Department of Languages had functioned with § major course units successfully during the year 2004
under review. It has Arabic Language, English Language, Tamil Language, Sinhala Language and Islamic
Culture unit to teach 403 students in total. It offered General Degree and Special Degree courses with the
dedicated academics 7 of whom have completed M. Phil or PhD degree. There were 29 academics in total
of whom 2 are Senior Lecturer 12 are Probationary Lecturers. One Lecturer is on Contract Basis. Two of
them are on study leave. There were 14 Visiting Lecturers. Each Lecturer is assigned with 30 hours of
Lecture, 15 hours of tutorials. Consultants were invited to revise curriculum and train the Academic for Tamil
Language, English Language and Sinhala Language.

The Sinhala Language unit has started teaching Sinhala Language as a main subject.

Special attention was given to promote English and Computer Teaching Leaming. It had facilitated the
undergraduate to engage in Research activiies, young lecturers showed their interests in Research
activities presenting research papers. They were facilitated with the opportunities of participating in the
workshops organized by the Staff Development Centre.

It has designed curriculum to start Extemal Degree programme under CES to provide opportunities to the
school leavers and the professionals.

Faculty Activities
(a) Teaching:
1. The Faculty offered eight special degree programs, which consist 24 course units with dissertation
work and optional course units for each special degree program for a semester, and, 48 course

units and optional course units were taught for all special degree programs for the academic year
2004. 24 course units were taught for general degree programs for the academic year 2004.

2. New job oriented course units to enable the passed out students to get employments as soon as
possible were introduced and some course units were removed from the syflabi.

3. The students are examined by continues assessment and written paper. The students have choice
in selecting their questions in their examinations. '

4. The tutorial marks of the students were displayed in the notice board for all students in order to bring
them awareness of the students to identify their own progress in there continue assessment.

5. Field trips were arranged for the academic development of the students by different units and
following modemized teaching methods also were introduced.

Study Guide, GPA system, examination method, reference work, seminars and work shops are
encouraged.

New teaching methodologies such as use of OHP, audio video equipment, distribution of
handouts are used in lectures.

“Teacher Evaluation System”, “Comparing the past question Papers with that other universities”,
“Academic counselor's system”, Student Counselor's System are introduced successfully.

In order o enhance the quallty of the teaching program, we have introduced questionnaire to
the lecturers.

The Faculty of Applied Sciences was started in 1997 on the consideration of the urgent needs of
providing facilities and opportunities of university education in the field of sciences and to promote and
to intensify the research activities of the undergraduates in this rural area having natural potentiality for
agricultural and industrial development in this Agro-based over populated zone. Itis started functioning
with laboratory facilities of University of Peradeniya. Presently it has introduced Special Degree
programme in Computer Sciences. Mr. MAC. Ramees, Assistant Registrar was functioning as the
Administrative officer of this faculty.

In 2004, it is started designing curriculum for M.Sc. Course on Applied Environmental Sciences funded
by ADB. About 80% of the curriculum development for M.Sc. course is over.

The Dean of Faculty of Applied Sciences till May 2004 was Ms. V. Santhanam who was succeeded by
the present Dean Mr. AN. Ahmed, who was functioning earlier as the Head of the Department of
Biological Sciences.

This faculty in 2004 was managed by Assistant Registrar Mr. MACM. Rameez assisted by 1 clerk, 1
labourer. :

The ratio of computer permanent academic staff member has been improved to almost 1:1. The faculty
has internet lease lines local area network facilities although not very efficient.

Building Facilities

The existing buildings were improved with some renovation work and whitewashing and the work on
converting the old Paddy Marketing Board buildings were commenced and under progress. New
buildings are needed for accommodating students more and more in the future.

Other Developments

A youth Ambassador Mr. Ben Cole from Australia was working in the faculty attached to the chemistry
unit from July to December last year. He was involved in a study on water quality of selected areas in
the region. In addition he is also working on establishing a link program under the Asia Link Program.

A Centre for Soil & Water Research was established by the lecturers Mr. MF. Nawas, EMJM. Rizvi &
MH. Haroon, with Mr. AN. Ahmed (Dean / FAS) as the Advisor. The purpose of the centre is to conduct
research on soil & water, and to provide community an extension services. To begin with it has initiated
a science popularizing program in some selected schools about water quality analysis on the world
water day.

Departmental Library
A new Departmental Library was established at Academic Programme Centre in Mount Lavinia to serve

the needs of the undergraduates specialized in the Faculty of Management & Commerce and Faculty of
Applied Sciences.

The Cultural Museum
The Cultural Museum, which is an integral part of the SEUSL, was brought in the purview of the SEUSL

Library. The library manages the cultural museum efficiently. School students, pubiic and visitors view
the museum daily.
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READER SERVICES DIVISION

The Collection of the Main Library

The main Library contains primarily materials in Humanities, Social Sciences and Management
Sciences and serves the Faculty of Arts and Culture and Faculty of Management & Commerce. It also
contains reference and general reading materials for the entire library patrons in the University. The
collection including multiple copies of textbooks in the end of 2004 was approximately 48500 volumes.

The-collection of the FAS Library

The FAS Library contains primarily materials in Natural and Applied Sciences and serves Faculty of
Appiied Sciences. It contains Mainly Books and Pericdicals on Biological and Physical Sciences.

The collection inciuding multiple copies of textbooks is approximately 8,000 volumes. But the stock
needs urgent upgrading to meet increasing demands of the users of alt batches.

Review of Reader Service Provision

A far-reaching review of the Library's Reader Services provision was conducted during in December
2004. The review process, led by the Acting Librarian and also the Head of Reader services. It was
involved by all staff who contributed ideas for the possibilities of improvement.

A restructuring of Reader Services for the key areas of Operations, Technical Support and Enquiries
throughout the Library system is felt very necessary by all staff.

The greater emphasis is to be placed on the efficient physical management of books and other
resources. There will be increasing provision of customer self-service options.

User Satisfaction Survey

Users' Survey was undertaken, using structured questionnaires. Well over 500 of them were
completed. The survey revealed that the acquisition of more books and of more electronic versions of
library and multi-media information services are most wanted by respondents. Some 78% of
respondents judged that we provide a good service to protect and increase the share for materials in
our budget and to spend it cost-effectively. The results of the survey were published widely in the
University and actions in response are in hand.

Extension of Library opening hours

Longer opening hours for the Library service is aranged on the request made by the undergraduate
union.
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Space for collections

With steadily growing and consolidated print collections, and a constant need for an exponential growth
of the users the expansion of spaces is felt very necessary. It is felt very necessary to dispose
genuinely obsolete material. The Library Committee decided to enclose the lobby of the building to
make use the space for the library for the users.

Orientation Programme

Library Crientation Programme for the fresher of Academic year 2003/04 was held at the Ground Floor
of the Library Building.

The fresher were given training on how to use the Library and Hands on expefience in searching
booksfinformation by using computer catalogue and also Awareness of the Rule & Regulation of the
IRC.

Mr. M.M. Rifaudeen, Acting librarian delivered a keynote address on “Basic library skili and Usage of
the Library. The total program was presented by using fully multi media package and Power Point.
Students were well informed and defighted with the knowledge about usage of the library.

Membership at the Library

Borrowing Facilities
Being a new university with limited resources each student was issued with three tickets to borrow two
books from the lending library for a period of two weeks and one ticket to borrow as scheduled

University Academics and Administrators, other staff, Undergraduates, Public Librarians in Amparai
district and school students had opportunities to see and admire the Exhibition and the collection with
much interests in knowing the reference sources.

SEUSL Library Trains the SLLA Trainees

The SLLA trainees who are students following the Diploma in Lib & Inf. Sc, Level- | attended the in-
service training programme at the South Eastern University Library from 19.04.2004 to 30.04.2004.

The main area of the training programmes were the Library Management, Acquisition, Circulation
Services, Classification & Cataloguing, Reference Sources & Services, Periodicals, Binding and
Computerization of library activities.

It aimed to facilitate them with the opportunity for the hands on training to have gained direct
knowledge. They were very enthusiastic and devoted to leam new things to enrich their abilities.

Establishing the “American Corner” at SEUSL Library

The Embassy of the United State of America is willing to establish an American Comer at the SEUSL
Library, for next 05 years and it is subjected to further period of extension. Our Vice-Chancelior had a
preliminary discussion regarding this matter with Cultural Affair Officer of the Embassy of USA.

This centre is to promote mutual understanding between the residents of Ampara District and United
State of America through the library services, as quoted in the MOU.

The Embassy of the USA will provide a Collection of Books, Periodicals, CD-Rom, VCR and DVD,
Computer workstations, Intemet, View station, Photocopier, Fumiture for fumishing the Centre.

SEUSL is expected to provide suitable Space within the Library, Telephone, Intemet Connectivity and
the Acting Librarian of this University is designated as a Director of American Comer.

Demonstration on €- journals

Demonstration on e- joumals was organized by the Library on 24% November, 2004 at the Main and
Science Libraries in order to educate the Faculty members.

IRQUE Project

This University is awarded Institutional Block Grant (IBG) for the proposal submitted by the Acting
Librarian. Rs. 6.5 Million for the Improvement of Leamning Environment (ILE) was awarded.

This project aims at refurbishing and renovating the units such as Library, Physical Education Unit,
Student Centre, Career Guidance Unit, Student Canteen and Health Centre, so that Undergraduates
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will be encouraged to access and use the Information and leaming resources effectively and efficientty.
Library is allocated Rs. 3 Million for the purpose of developing and implementing interfaced/integrated
library system.

Library Automation Project

A sum of Rs. 1.5 Million is allocated by the UGC for the development of IT in the Library on the
proposal submitted by the Acting librarian. Library has started the Library Automation project by utilizing
this fund. This is also our 5% goal of our strategic plan for the year 2004.

Fumigation of Library Materials

The Library Assistants are facilitated to attend Training Programmes to promote their qualities. Mr.
AJM. Nowzad and Mr. PM. Hithayathulla attended the Training Programme on Communication Skilis
for 2 days and Mr. AJM. Nowzad, Mr. AJM. Raseek and Mr. MIZ. Hussain attended the Training
Programme on Electronic Cataloguing & Indexing for 2 days.

Constraints:

The University fbrary has acquired a collection of about 51,000 volumes. Unfortunately the library is
severely handicapped by an acute shortage of space to accommodate the growing collection &
increasing number of users. The gross inadequacy of space is made worse by the non-availability of
suitably designed fumiture, especially to house the collection and accommodate readers. These are to
be addressed.
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English Language Teaching Unit (ELTU)

In 2004, Mr. AMM. Nawaz was the Head of ELTU. He is the Instructor in English. He was managing this
Unit with the assistance of 4 Instructors. It was in need of 2 more Grade |l Instructors in English, in
addition to the present instructors.
