Vice Chancellor's Review

The South Eastern University of Sri Lanka completes the 10" year of its existence with the
release of this Annual Report 2005. Its developmental progress in the sense of academic and
infrastructure over the past 10 years though slow but steady was brought to stand stll at the very
beginning of 2005 for 3 months as the environment of this University was affected by the Asian
Tsunami. Its academic programmes and office activities could be started affectively only from
March 2005.

Consequent upon Tsunami tragedy, an Academic Development Plan with the help of the British
Council was drafted. To reform and reengineer the physical structure of this University, Arup, a
British Firm has come forward to assist this University. It has estimated about 6 billion rupees
for regenerating the Uhniversity infrastructure to facilitate the Academic Development
programme to be implemented senally.

This Center for Disaster Management was started with the purpose of attending to the needs of
Tsunami affected students and staff of both genders of all communities. This Center was also
attending to the needs for the regional development in the face of the deformation of the
environment by the Tsunami.

This University has established links with the Universities of Malaysia, Norway, Scotland and
Netherlands for professional development of the staff of this University and the curmculum
development to upgrade the present syllabus and to introduce new courses to go in line with the
modem needs.

On 31* May 2005 General Convocation Ceremony was held to confer degree on 393 graduants
at BMICH presided by Her Excellency the President of Sri Lanka.

The Faculty of Islamic Studies and Arabic Language was established with the approval of
University Grants Commission and the Council. Consequently, the Dean and Heads of the
Department of Islamic Studies and the Department of Arabic Language have been nominated to
organize and to run this new Faculty with the admission of 50 students of 2005/2006 batch. It
also has organized cumiculum to teach the students offering Islamic Studies and Arabic
Language and other relevant subjects.

The World Bank has awarded the competitive grants to promote undergraduate education under
Social Sciences Department. To operate learning programmes approved by the World Bank a
Local Secretariat is formed with the Director and 2 Deputy Directors, Secretary and other
Coordinators of the programme under IRQUE Project at South Eastern University of Sri Lanka,
Oluvil.



University Vision and Mission

This South Eastern University of Sri Lanka has been in the process of performing and
promoting academic activities for the past 10 years from 1995, onwards but has to do it so in
2005 with some difficulties due to Tsunami disaster through FAC and FMC at Oluvil some 400
Km away from Colombo and FAS at Sammanthurai 15 km away from Oluvil to fulfil its mission
in order to realize the cherished vision enshrined in the framed Corporate Plan 2004-2009.

The stated vision of this University is to see its Graduates fare well in the world of works to the
extent of bringing reputations and glory to this University for its excellent service in the
educational fields and of contributing best to promote peace and harmony in the society
nationally and internationally and to see the stake holders appreciate and support the Untversity
in its activities and also to see the Tsunam affected Ampara region 1s in the process of
development for the survival of mankind.,

The stated mission of this University is to produce competent, capable, dedicated, trained and
employable graduates enriched with essential knowledge, appropriate skills and useful
experiences, through the mechanism of impanting relevant and quality University education with
the aids of modern methods of teaching, leaming and research works and of matenials and
equipments to ensure regular system of progress in the intensive leaming, excellent teaching,
multi skill training, proper guidance, deep research and regular publications of the University at
the level of faculties, with the services of periodically trained and professionally developed
academics and with the assistance of non academics in a comfortable and conducive atmosphere
and environment facilitated with the equal opportunities, full freedom and easy way to enjoy
modem system of University education by all and to prepare the Undergraduates ready to fit for
the employment in the world of works and for continuing life long education in the future too,
in concordance with the National Educational Policy UGC directions and external Audit
guidelines and University governing bodies through a system of good corporate governance with
the Corporate Plan having shon, middle and long term strategies and with annually adjusted
action plans and to start Faculty of Islamic Studies and Arabic Language to expand the service
area of this University.

University Governance

This University is brought to be governed under the system of corporate governance of the
University Grants Commission and under the direction of the Mimistry of Education in the
matter of the implementation of the national policy on the University education reform and the
Treasury that allocate funds.

University is a public non profit enterprise financed by the government and assisted by the
donor agencies supervised by Audit branches and guided by the government rules and
regulations. It is run by the University Council with the help of Senate and Faculty Boards and
other Sub-Committees answerable to the stake holders, Government and Public.

The President nominates the Chancellor as the ceremonial Head of the University and appoints
the Vice Chancellor with the recommendation of the UGC as the Chief Executive, Academic
and Accounting Officer of the University to create, ensure and maintain the effective and
efficient system of corporate governance administration and management with the principles of
delegation of powers and duties. In this way this University is to benefit the society to promote
national and intemational peace, prosperity and social harmony and to strengthen the
productivity capacity of the country.



University Council

This University Council 1s the Chuef Executive Body and governing authority. Vice Chancellor 1s
the Chairman by the virtue of the power vested in him. Tt is the final authority to approve the
proposals submitted by the Senate and the Faculty Board. The Sub - Commitiees of the council
include Finance Committee, Lands, Building & Maintenance Committee, Audit and Management
Committee, Tender Board and Selection Committee. Registrar is the Secretary of the Council.

University Senate

The Senate is the academic authontative body. It controls and generally directs the acuvities of
teaching, learning, research, designing curriculum and examination systems of the Usiversity
through the channels of Faculties, Departments and Units empowered with the responsibilities
for good academic results and to the university communities and publics. It approves and
recommends the proposals submitted by the Faculties to the Council for final approval. Sub -
Committees of the Senate include Library Committee, Study Leave and Awards Commuttee,
Admission Commuttee, Research & Publication Committee and Curriculum and Evaluation
Committee, Registrar is the Secretary of the Senate.

Faculty Board

'The Faculty Board 1s responsible for canrying out the academic and administrative acuvities,
falling under the purview, of teaching leamning evaluation, coordination and publication of the
faculty with the over all purpose of constantly raising the standard of good quality of education.
It attends to the professional needs of the staff and the educational needs of the students. It
prepares and submits proposal with recommendations to the Senate for consideration to be
passed by the Council finally. Each Faculty Board has the Dean as the Chairperson. Assistant
Registrar is the Secretary of the Faculty Board.

Corporate Structure of University Organization

The South Eastern University of Sri Lanka has a corporate system of public organizational
structure consisting of four faculties, libraries, English and Computer Teaching unit together
with Administrative, Financial and Audit divisions. The fourth Faculty called Faculty of Islamic
and Studies and Arabic Language was established in later part of 2005.

Corporate Administrative Management

Office of the Registrar is the pivotal peak of the Corporate Administrative Management
System around which the sub divisions are to revolve. These different divisions are delegated
powers, duties and responsibilities to function regularly and properly.

In 2005 this Office of the Registrar was under Mr. A. Thayub up to August 25" and from
01.09.2005 Mr. MF. Hibathul Careemn. They have taken full efforts towards having University
governance well organized to have the over all de-concentrated system of administration and
control. Registrar is responsible for the custody of the records, documents and the property of
the University, the general administration and disciplinary control of the non academics. He is
also the assistant accounting officer.



The Administrative Division was under the Senior Assistant Registrars Mr. MF. Hibathul
Careem up to 10.09.2005 and Mr. ACAM. Mansoor from 11.09.2005.

Areas falling under this division include Staff attendance and Leave records, handing mails
(internal and external), transport and Security.

The Establishment Division was under the Senior Assistant Registrar Mr. HA. Saththar. It
carried out the works of Appointments, Confirmations, Promotions, Study Leave awards. This
division handled the following staff marters during the year 2005.

The Examination and Academic Division was under the Senior Assistant Registrars Mr.
ACAM. Mansoor up to 25.08.2005 and Mr. A. Thayub from 26™ August 2005. Tts functions are
to register the new students, to conduct semester examinations and release the examination
results. In 2005 it has registered 276 students out of 334 allocated by the University Grants

Commission. It has released the list of 373 graduants for the awards of degrees at the
Convocation Ceremony.

Corporate Financial Management

Financial Administration of the University, headed by Mr. A. Gulam Rasheed, Bursar was
managed with three divisions. Stores and Supplies division was under Senior Assistant Bursar
Ms. WAD. Ranjani, Accounts and Budget division was under Seruor Assistant Bursar Mr. KLM.
Nazeer and Payments divisions was under Mr. CM. Waniarachi. This University is a non profit
institution. It receives funds from the Government for its recurrent, semi - capital and capital
expenditure through the Treasury or University Grants Commission for successful
implementation of annual programmes framed in the action plan 2005 according to the
Corporate Plan 2004 - 2009.



The Finance Branch carried out for the year 2005 works of Financial Planning, Estimates,
Budgeting and Budgetary Controls, Financial Accounting, Annual Accounts, Audit Reports and
Management Information, Logistic Services, Financial Administration of Capital Projects and

Supply of goods

Financial Allocations were made under the headings of Recurrent Rs. 143.6 Million, Bursary
Rs.3.9 Million, Mahapola Scholarship Rs. 12.6 Million and Capital Rs. 86.0 Million amounting
to Rs. 246.1 Million in total.

Payments

Payments were made at the People’s Bank, Addalaichenai and Sammanthurai in respect of Salary
1o the staff and Bursay and Mahapola to the students.

Loans were given to 11 members under staff loan, 09 members under Motor Cycle Loan, 06
members under Vehicle Loan, 17 members under Computer Loan, 22 members under Distress
Loan, 13 members under UPF Loan and 36 members under Special advance categores.

Finance Committee conducted 07 meetings in 2005.

Welfare Services and Surroundings

The Staff and Students Welfare Division was under the Assistant Registrar Mr. MIM. Zubair.
This Division handles the Mahapola and Bursary, Scholarship awards, Hostel accommodation
for students and staff, Canteen, Sports and Medical facilities at Oluvil and Sammanthurai sites.

There is a Physical Education Unit under Mr. MY. Samsul Arifeen, the Instructor in charge of
Physical Education. The works on a pavilion and permanent Gymnasium hall were under
premparation under IRQUE Project. The Instructor in Physical Education has participated in the
23" World University Games held at Izmir, Turkey as an Athletic Team Manager, IPE and four
other students participated at the Workshop organized by the National Olympic Commuttee at
Bandarawela from 12-15 September 2005. 8 undergraduates have got SLUSA Awards 2005 for
participating in Football match.

Canteens Services are provided to staff and students. Drinking water service through the
National Water Supply and Drainage Board was obtained and provided to the students at Oluvil
and Samanthurai. Transport services were arranged with CTB to the students and staff to travel
from Sammanthurai or Kalmunai or Akkaraipattu.

The University Students Union and the Faculty Students Unions functioned smoothly. Also
Computer Society, Tamil Society, English Language Society and Sinhala Language Society were
formed to promote the academic, social, cultural, religious, linguistic activities of the students for
promoting social harmony and peace in this environment and in the country.

The Disciplinary Inquiry Committee was functioning in 2005. It was managed with the
Proctor 1, Senior Students Counsellor 1, Students Counsellor 2, Academic Counsellor 1Wardens
and Sub Wardens.



Environment Improvement

In 2005 the Works Department had attended to the works of repairing and the building blocks
renovating and clearing the premise. Mr. SM. Sideeque, Works Engineer is In-charge of the
Department and assisted by 3 Works Superintended.

Capital Works and Planning

The Capital Works and Planning Division was managed by Mr. MI. Nowfer, Senior Assistant
Registrar. Its role is to prepare plans and projects for the physical development of this university
with the help of Works Engineer. It deals with the allocation and approval of funds for capital
works.

Landscape Unit

Curator Mr. A. Samsar 1s In-charge of this Unit. It has carried out Land maintenance and works
during the year under review. It also administered 200 acres of land at Oluvil Park with Coconut
plantation.

University Corporate Plan 2004 - 2009

A Corporate Plan 2004-2009 was reengineered and framed with long and short term strategies
for 5 years to regularize the University activities successfully and smoothly in line with the
available resources. Also a broad based dynamic, cooperative, effective and efficient machinery
for planning the academic activities was setup to ensure the cost benefit system of expenditure
within the budget and the expected results in progressive manner. It operated well with the
assistance of the staff, academic, administrative and supportive staff under the guidance of the
Vice Chancellor.

Formulated Strategies for 2005

In 2005, the Action Plan was framed with the strategies stipulated in the Corporate Plan 2004-
2009 on the consideration of the weakness and threats, to carry out the annual programme
according to the academic calendar for 2005 subjected to alteration due to Tsunami interference.
Contradictory issues or proposals were finalized or settled by the Vice Chancellor as he is the
final accounting officer to the higher authorities in the University Education System. For the year
2005 the following strategies were selected for implementation.

1. Semester - Teaching testing promoting and Learning in the class room, and researching
at the Library and publishing Journal / Magazine.
2. Studenmts activities - Social, cultural and inter University Spons programme and

educauonal field trips.
3. Buildings, Water and Power Supplies, Grounds, Gymnasium, Parks, and Cultural
Centres.

Seminars, Workshops and MA and PhD Studies and Research Awards.
Introducing new courses and diversification of Courses.

Establishing new Faculties and Departments to expand academic services.
Teaching English and Computer skills to all students.

External Degree Examination and external studies in professional courses.

Link with Foreign and Local Universities for academic and physical development.
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Performed Strategies in 2005

This University though continued to function as usual in 2005 with the Academic and Physical
development programmes had to stand still for the first 3 months in 2005 due to Tsunami
interruption. As a result, the 1* semester was started on 14.02.2005 and the 2™ semester on
19.09.2005. Examination too were rescheduled accordingly.

In 2005, there were 1069 undergraduates of whom 624 were in the Faculty of Arts and Culture
317 were in the Faculty of Management and Commerce and 128 students in the Faculty of
Applied Sciences. There were 166 academics serving in Faculty of Ans and Culture, Faculty of
Management and Commerce and in the Faculty of Applied Sciences. A new Faculty of Islamic
Studies and Arabic Language came in to existence from 11.10.2005.

Workloads were reduced by appointing 55 Visiting lecturers and 2 Lecturers on Contract basss.
New courses were designed to be introduced and some courses were reengineered to suit the
modem needs. It carmed out its academic programme with full confidence with the funds
allocated by the Treasury.

Convocation

The General Convocation 2005 was held on 31.05.2005 at BMICH. It was presided over by Her
Excellency the President Chandirika Banadaranayake Kumaratunga. It was chared by Vice
Chancellor, SEUSL. The Secretary to the Convocation Commitiee was Mr. MIM. Nowfer who
with the assistance of Committee members organized the convocation ceremony. 393 graduants
were awarded degree certificates were awarded 1o 393 graduants as follows

Risks Managed

This University was to experience a natural risk, in that the environment was disturbed by the
Tsunami in December 2004. It had taken 2 to 3 months to bring back the atmosphere 10
normalcy to certain extent. The Faculty of Applied Sciences, Sammanthurai was to give haven 1o
the Tsunami Refugees. Relief activities were generated from there. The Employees Union and
Student’s Union have played important voluntary roles to set the things nght.

The shortage of Lecturers was met with the help of Visiting Lecturers. Appointments were given
1o fill the vacancies in the academic and non academic sectors. This University has carned out its
Annual Academic Programme with some changes in the calendar dates relevant to semester
duration and exam result were released in 2005 accordingly.

The Foreign Embassy and other Donor Agencies have come forward to serve this University in
developing and strengthening its power of academic activities. The students enrolment was also
increased.

To accommodate them, hoste! facilities were felt to be increased because in 2005, due to the
deformation of the Landscape of this coastal area where, most of the village of these students



were located, these students had to suffer a lot due to their damaged houses. These facts have
compelled this University to seek more hostel facilitates for student for both gender n the future.

Corporate Academic Performance in 2005

In 2005 this University has carried out its academic programme with the corporate efforts of the
Faculty of Arts and Culture, Faculty of Management and Commerce and Faculty of Appled
Sciences, To activate theses faculties, the supportive services of reading, leaming and
contemplating new things were provided by the main library with other units. To promote
Learning English and IT, this University has ELTU, Common Computer Lab for Faculty of Arts
and Culture MIS for specialization students of Faculty of Management and Commerce and GIS
for Geography students. Besides, for capacity building of the students and staff members, Staff
Development Centre, Career Guidance Unit and Alumni Association were functioning all these
units have exhibited the sprit of corporate performances.

For enhancing life long education this University has the Centre for Extension Studies and has a
system of External Degree Examination. These sections are described i the forthcoming
sections. These units are inter related and integrated to promote the good Corporate System of
governance 1n this remote, distant and Tsunami affected region.

Faculty of Arts and Culture (FAC)

This Faculty of Arts and Culture was managed with Mr. MIM. Kaleel as the Dean as he was
elected for the 2™ term with effect from 10. 08 2005. He has promoted the academic activities of
this Faculty with the help of the Heads of Social Sciences and Department of Languages and the
Subject Coordinators. Mr. IM. Ibrahim, was posted to this Faculty as a Assistart Registrar with
effect from 15.03.2005.

The Faculty offered 08 special degree programs, consisting of 24 course units with dissertation
work and optional course units for each special degree program for a semester and 48 course
units and optional course units were taught for all special degree programmes.

As a strategy of expanding and ennching the area of the academuc activites of this University,
and of enhancing relevance and quality of modem education, a new Faculty of Islamic Studies
and Arabic Language was established in October 2005 by taking off the courses conducted under
the Department of Languages to function in 2006 with 20 new students and 9 Lecturers.

In 2005 there were 12 subjects taught with the help of 39 Academic Staff. In addition to this 9
Assistant Temporary Lecturers were also appointed for period of one year.

Appointment of Consultant

Mr. ASM. Nawfhal Senior Lecturer-Geography from University of Peradeniya was appointed on
15.08.2005 as consultant to GIS of this faculty.

Student Population

There were 616 students i the Faculty of Ans and Culture of whom 291 followed General
Degree and 225 followed Special Degree course.



Convocation

The University held convocation on 31.05.2005 m which 244 students were awarded degree
certificate of whom 155 belong to Special degree and 89 belong to General degree.

Department of Social Sciences

Dr. SMM. Ismail functioned as the Head of the Department till September 2005. He was
succeeded by the Mr. K. Kanesarajah on 09.09.2005.

It conducted, Geography, Political Science, Economics, Philosophy, History, Sociology and
Staustics as special course subjects. There were 19 Lecturers and 6 Visiung Lecturers and 1
Contract Lecturer to conduct the General and Special Degree Courses in Tamul as well as n
English.

There were 213 students following General Degree and Special Degree courses in 2005.

Department of Languages

The Departmem of Languages was managed in 2005 with KMH. Kalideen, as the Head till
17.10.2006. He was succeeded by Mr. MAM. Rameez as Head of the Depaniment of Languages
from 18.10.2005.

It conducted Degree courses in Arabic Language and English Language, Sinhala and Tamul
languages and Islamic Studies.

There were 20 Lecturers and 12 Visiting Lecturers to carry out its Academic programm.



Faculty of Management and Commerce (FMC)

Mrs. F. H. Abdul Rauf was elected as the Dean of the Faculty of Management and Commerce to
serve a second term of three years with effect from 07.09.2005. Dr. R. Pathmaranjan was
appointed as Head of Department of Management with effect from 13.08.2005 and Dr. K. Ishaq
was appointed as Head of Department of Accountancy and Finance with effect from 18.10.2005.

The Faculty of Management and Commerce offers Bachelor of Business Administration (BBA)
and Bachelor of Commerce as two Degree Programme in the specialization areas in Marketing,
Finance, Accountancy and Management Information System in both Tamil & English Medum.

Teaching programme of the faculty was almost completed in 2005. The final year special
students were sent to Academic Programme Center (APC), Mt. Lavinia for practical training n
Colombo based industries and for teaching the selected subjects by the experts in Colombo
based Universites.

There were 338 students following two Special courses.

The Lecturers have taught their topics satisfactonly to promote the programmes of Career
Guidance Unit and Center for Extension Studies, SEUSL. They have extended their cooperation
to design and prepare the syllabuses for external degree programme.

Teaching Staff

There were 24 staff including Dean and Heads, 07 of them were Senior Lecturers. Sixteen were
Lecturer (Prob) 1 Visiting Lecturer and one was a Temporary Lecturer.

Department of Management

This Department of Management was functioned with Dr. R. Pathmaranjan as the Head. It
conducted Bachelor Business Administration Courses. It was managed with the Unn
Coordinators as follows.

There were 174 students following Special Degree Course called as Bachelor Business of
Administration. There were four subject units functioning under Department of Management.
They are: Management, Marketing, Human Resource Management and Business Economuc.

This Department was managed with 15 Permanent Lecturers, 1 Temporary Lecturer and Visiting
Lecturer.

Department of Accountancy and Finance

This Department of Accountancy and Finance was functioning under Dr. K. Ishaq with help of
Subject Coordinator. It conducted Special Degree Courses in Accounting, Finance and
Management Information System. Its Degrees are called B. Com Special, BBA / B. Com.
(Marketing Special), BBA / B, Com (Accounting Special), BBA/ B. Com (Finance Special).

There were 98 students in all batches and 20 staff members of whom 8 were permanent 1

Temporary Lecturer and 11 Visiting Lecturers at APC there were 9 Visiting academics from
other Universities. They taught Accountancy, Finarice, MIS and Business Law as main Subjects.

Faculty of Applied Sciences (FAS)

Faculty Applied Sciences was managed with Mr. A. N, Ahmed as a Dean, with the Head of the
Department of Biological Sciences Mr. EMJM. Rizvi, the Head of Department of Physical
Sciences Dr. FC. Ragal and Academic Coordinator, Department of Mathematical Sciences Mr.
MAAM. Faham in 2005. Mr. MACM. Rameez functioned as Assistant Registrar of this faculty.

This faculty also commenced M.Sc Programme in Applied Science in 2005.

It conducted General Degree Science course in Biological Sciences and Physical Sciences. It also
has started four year Special degree course in Computer Sciences. In total this faculty offers.
Biology, Physics, Chemistry, Earth Science, Applied Science, Pure Mathematics, Computer
Science as main subjects. Also Micro Economics, Management, Basic Accounung, Statistics,
Mathematics Production Economics and Environmental Science were taught to the Science
Students as opuional subjects.

External Degree Examination Centre

The South Eastern University of Sri Lanka commenced its functions as the registering and
examining body in respect of private students reading for 3 years degree courses of Bachelor of
Arts (General) Business Administration (General) and Commerce (General) externally from last
year 2005. Mr. MI. Nawfer, Senior Assistant Registrar was in charge for the administrauon.

Number of candidates registered for each external degree examination scheduled for 2005 is as
follows 700 Bachelor of Arts (General), 200 Bachelor of Business Administration (General) and
35 Bachelor of Commerce (General).

Centre for Extension Studies (CES)

The Centre for Extension Studies was established in 1999 with the concurrence of the University
Grants Commission aiming to offer part-time courses leading to the award of Higher Diplomas,
Diplomas and Centificates and of conducting, workshops and seminars for updating knowledge
and of introducing job orientated courses.
